     I hardly ever go anywhere without my purse, most high school girls don't either.  Ainsworth High School 
students haul their backpacks and laptop computer bags around everywhere they go, too.  If you are out for a 
sport or are in a PE class, you carry your gym bag back and forth to school every day.  Since these things are 
essential parts of our lives, we need to take care of them.  You might be surprised what you are carrying 
around with your bags. You might be bringing home more than just books and homework with that backpack!

     Here is something to think aboutÉ  do you ever take these items in to the restroom with you?  How about 
the locker room?  Where does your bag sit while you are there?  If you enter a place full of germsÉ  so does 
your bag!  If you set your bag on the kitchen counter at home, what are you leaving behind when you leave?

     Microbiologist Charles Gerba, Ph.D. researches where organisms that make us sick like to lurk. Recently 
he says he has found that germs can gather on the outside of a woman's purse, especially on the bottom.1  
When Dr. Gerba ran tests, he found bacteria normally found on the floor of restrooms.  These bacteria can 
cause skin infections.  Even more amazing is the large numbers that were found on the bottom of purses, 
which indicates that the bags can be picking up a lot of other germs like cold and flu viruses or viruses that 
cause gastrointestinal problems, like diarrhea, or even food poisoning and staph.

     Dr. Gerba tested 10 women's purses and found that every one of them had some type of bacteria on the 
bottom.  Most purses had tens of thousands of bacteria and a few were covered with MILLIONS of bacteria!!2

     You may think that since this involves the bottom of your bag, that it isn't a big deal.  " It matters because 
you can move germs that can cause illness from one location to another,"  Dr. Gerba said. "You can later touch 
that purse and get them (the germs) on your hands, or you could put your purse near a food preparation area 
and transfer germs to areas you may touch during food preparation." 3 EEEEWWWW!!  So please keep 
backpacks and purses away from places you keep your food, like kitchen counters and tables.

     What can you do to prevent this? Minimize your bag's contact with the floor (especially the bathroom or 
locker room floors) by hanging it on hooks or on the backside of a chair.   Keep your bag away from dirty 
places and clean them often!   Washing your bags in the washing machine or hand washing is best. However, 
spraying your bag with a disinfectant (like Lysol) or wiping it down with a disinfecting wipe is acceptable.

February  1, 2003 - Sixteen minutes before i t was scheduled to land, the Space Shuttle 
Columbia broke apart in  f l ight over west Texas, k i l l ing al l  seven crew members. The 
accident may  have resul ted f rom damage caused during l i f tof f  when a piece of  
insulating f oam f rom the external  f uel  tank  broke of f , piercing a hole in  the shuttle's 
lef t wing that al lowed hot gases to penetrate the wing upon re-entry  in to the Earth's 
atmosphere. This was the second space shuttle lost in flight. In January 1986, Challenger 
exploded during l i f tof f .

February 3, 1913 - The 16th Amendment to the U.S. Constitution was ratified, granting 
Congress the authority to collect income taxes.

February  6, 1895 - Legendary  basebal l  play er George Herman "Babe" Ruth (1895-1948) 
was born in Baltimore, Maryland. Ruth held or shared 60 major league records, 
including pitching 29 consecutive scoreless innings and hitting 714 home runs.

February  8, 1910 - The Boy  Scouts of  America was f ounded by  Wi l l iam Boy ce in  
Washington, DC, modeled af ter the Bri tish Boy  Scouts.

February  10, 1942 - The f i rst U.S. Medal  of  Honor during World War II was awarded to 
2nd Lt. Alexander Nin inger (posthumously ) f or heroism during the Battle of  Bataan.

February 11, 1990 - In South Africa, Nelson Mandela, at age 71, was released from 
prison af ter serving 27  y ears of  a l i f e sentence on charges of  attempting to overthrow the 
apartheid government. In April 1994, he was elected president in the first all-race 
elections.

February  14, 1929 - The St. Valentine's Day  massacre occurred in  Chicago as seven 
members of  the Bugs Moran gang were gunned down by  f ive of  Al  Capone's mobsters 
posing as pol ice.

February  21, 1965 - Former Black  Musl im leader Malcolm X (1925-1965) was shot and 
k i l led whi le del ivering a speech in  a bal l room in  New York  Ci ty . 

February 22, 1732 - George Washington (1732-1799) was born in Westmoreland 
County, Virginia. He served as commander of the Continental Army during the 
American Revolution and became the f i rst U.S. President.

 It's the month of February which means Valentine's day is coming up!  I'm sure you've 
all heard of that lovely little thing called a cold sore that you can get from kissing or shar ing 
chapstick, but I'm going to tell you more about it.

A cold sore is a small, fluid-filled blister  that appears on the lips, mouth and nose.  Cold 
sores are caused by a virus and they aren't fought off by the body's defenses so it usually 
occurs repeatedly.  These blisters can appear as often as once or twice a year to once a 
month

The virus that causes cold sores is called the herpes simplex virus or  HSV.  The actual 
cold sore is caused by type I HSV.  This virus is spread by kissing or  coming in close contact 
with someone who has a cold sore.  A person is most contagious when a blister  is present 
but occasionally cold sores can spread due to the virus being mixed into the saliva.  Contrary 
to popular  belief, it is almost impossible to get cold sores from contaminated towels, 
surfaces and wash clothes.

Once the virus has infected a person, it travels up a nerve and goes to the ganglion, a 
mass of nerve tissue outside of the central nervous system.  It stays there in a stage called a 
dormant per iod until it multiplies again and travels down the nerve to the skin where it 
creates a new cold sore.  There isn't any clar ity behind why this happens but certain things 
cause to tr igger it to happen.  Some of these are: fevers, colds, the flu, ultraviolet radiation, 
stress, changes in the immune system, hormonal changes and trauma to the skin.  

Prevention of this virus is very simple: avoid kissing or  coming in close contact with 
someone while a cold sore blister  is present, don't share chapstick, utensils or  other items 
that could carry the virus, and keep your hands clean if you have come in contact with 
someone who has a cold sore.  If you have already had a cold sore, avoid things that will 
tr igger another outbreak such as stress, not getting enough sleep and staying out of the sun 
for  long per iods of time.
